· As “Citizens” we act from our “Larger Selves” - Even if we feel small, we “play large”, even if we start with smaller actions
· We build on our strengths – we act on the strengths we have and build new strength as we go
· Support people are surprisingly important – and it only takes 2-3
· Actions may take us outside our “comfort zones” (just uncomfortable for a while – not damaging)
