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Advocacy Thought Catcher

This chart is just designed to give you a place to capture your thoughts as you think about playing a role in the advocacy process, so just capture your thoughts as they pop up – don’t “work” too hard at this unless you “catch fire” and really want to go fast.

It’s a word document, so it can expand as needed and you can save your thoughts and come back to them.  Just capture your top-of-mind thoughts and save the document – and keep it simple (KIS).

1. Remember - it’s not about being an “Advocate” – it’s about bringing existing skills, qualities and capabilities to the advocacy process.
2. The toughest challenges are probably (1) finding the appropriate organizations in which to make a contribution; and (2) getting connected with them.
3. Creating an informal resume is a good way to increase success in connecting (why you are interested and the skills, experience, qualities you bring).
4. Starting small is fine, and often the best/only way to start with an organization.  You can often expand your role/impact as you gain experience with them and the issues - and they gain experience with you.
